. Everyone mounted, whether a competitor or not MUST wear protective

headgear that includes a permanently fitted, non-detachable retaining
harness secured to the shell at more than two points. Such headgear
must be worn with the harness properly adjusted and fastened at all
times. A riding hat complying BSEN 1384 is the compulsory minimum
required. However, British Riding Clubs recommend that the PAS015
standard or equivalent be worn. MRC recommends that a body
protector meeting the latest standards be worn in jumping classes and
that medical armbands are worn.

. Correct riding attire must be worn and horses should be correctly

turned out.

. The organisers reserve the right to cancel or alter the event or any of the

published information.
In the event of an objection the secretary’s decision is final.

. No refund of entry fees will be made except on receipt of a doctor’s or

veterinary surgeon’s certificate.

No horse or pony under 4 years of age may be ridden at the event.
No stallions or dogs

No cantering outside of warm up areas and arenas.
